TOWN STAFF PRESENT:  Arlen Goertzen, Sherilynn West, Paul Grant/Semocor
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Recited.

MAYORS COMMENTS:  Mayor elect, Marvin Cardenas was introduced to the audience and a round of applause ensued.

SCHEDULED PUBLIC APPEARANCES:  Matt with GMS presented the Loading Agreement for the Wastewater Treatment Plant and went over the information thorooughly and took questions from the audience and councilmembers.

MINUTES:  

A MOTION was made by Tabitha Parks and seconded by Jeremiah Holmes to approve the April 4, 2019 Regular Council Meeting.  A roll call vote was taken Five (5) in favor, zero (0) against; motion passed.

A MOTION was made to approve by Jeremiah Holmes and seconded by Heather Sanchez to pay the General Operating Fund bills in the amount of $24,578.05.   A roll call vote was taken Five (5) in favor, zero (0) against; motion carried.
A MOTION was made to approve by Jeremiah Holmes and seconded by Jennell Waggle to pay the Water/Sewer Operating Fund bills in the amount of $14,095.80.   A roll call vote was taken Five (5) in favor, zero (0) against; motion carried.

COMMISSION AND BOARD REPORTS:

Plannning Commission:  Planning commission submitted a draft of the Master Plan to the Council and will provide changes at the next meeting.  This is a living document and will change as needed.  Isaac is heading up the Strategic Panning Committee as DRCOG has a long timeline.  Marvin will resign from the Planning Commission and Tabitha will step in.

Water and Sewer Board:  Trish is out of town and there is not much to report at this time.  We are working with Lee Staab and hope to have something for the next meeting.

Parks and Recreation:  Bill Kramer is unavailable and will report next meeting.

CONSTRUCTION AND DEVELOPMENT REPORTS:

No changes.  Building permits for Clayton Holmes about the subdivision and Brian Cook for the shared driveway are pending.  

TOWN PROJECTS;

The water Treatment Plant is on schedule to be operational by April 22, 2019.  First test will be today and tomrrow.  Engineering inspection and approval by CDPHE to sign off is the last step.

Sign Code:  Sherilynn West emailed a copy of the sign code to all.  The permits expire in six months.  Inspection is still pending on Boardman’s roof.  Sherilynn received a pamphlet from Perry Park East HOA on keeping lighting to a minimum.  She is doing some researh and will get copies to all of you.

A MOTION was made by Jeremiah Holmes and seconded by Tabitha Parks to approve proposal from Moondance Gardens for the planting and maintenance of Park Landscaping and the hanging planters at Town Hall with a proposed amount of $18,281.52. A roll call vote was taken Five (5) in favor, zero (0) against; motion passed.

LEGAL UPDATES;  The Financial Advisory Board was discussed and Mayor Pro-tem wants to wait until the new accounting position is filled.  Marvin wants to get the Board on track as soon as possible to help the new financial peprson.   Marvin has applications for Board memers and wants to act on this as soon as possible.   No action was taken at this meeting.
NEW BUSINESS;

Colorado Front Range Trails is having it’s dedication of a portion of the trail system on Saturday, June 1, 2019.  There will be county commissioners and personnel from Douglas County as well as media present.  A ribbon-cutting cerremony is planned and food trucks will be available.

MAYOR UPDATES:

Essential Oils sign permit was reviewed and approved.

A MOTION was made by Jeremiah Holmes and seconded by Tabitha Parks to approve the Sign Permit for Pure Essentials.   A roll call vote was taken Five (5) in favor, zero (0) against; motion passed.
COUNCIL COMMENTS;

The quote for the replacement of the front doors is not only to change out the doors but for different type door and a security system card reader.  Three proposals were considered and the quote is to give an approximation of cost.

The portable hair salon, Hair and There mobile salon is up and running and Sherrilyn has sent a copy of the Corp of Engineers information on how to deal with gray water.
Heather Sanchez wanted the record to reflect she has been on the Council two years rather than the seven years reported previously.
UNSCHEDULED PUBIC APPEARANCES;

Florence Burch spoke on History repeating itself.

Marvin Cardenas advised he wants to be sworn in as the new Mayor at 11:00 on Friday  so he can get started with his new duties.  Sharon will swear him in.
